Significant Legislation
Below are priority bills that the Association has taken a position on that warrant your consideration for action:
· AB 1221 (Ma): Transit Village Development Financing
AB 1221 (Ma) would allow local officials to divert property tax increment revenues to pay for public facilities and amenities within transit village development districts. This bill will help encourage private investment and provide incentives for overall public transit use. 

Status: The bill will be heard in the Senate Transportation and Housing Committee on Tuesday, June 10th.

· AB 2009 (Hernandez): Utility User Tax Exemption   
AB 2009 (Hernandez) would exempt a public transit operator from a Utility Users Tax (UUT) that is assessed on the consumption of compressed natural gas for transportation purposes. Exempting public transit operators from this tax encourages the use of compressed natural gas by public transit operators, which will help improve air quality by operating transit vehicles utilizing the cleanest fuel possible. 
Status: The bill will be heard in the Senate Revenue and Taxation Committee on Wednesday, June 11th.

· AB 2705 (Jones): Mello-Roos and Public Transit

AB 2705 (Jones) would add public transit to the services that can be provided under the Mello-Roos Community Facilities Act of 1982. This bill represents a great opportunity for more transit funding to be made available to communities.
Status: The Senate Local Government Committee hearing date for the bill has been moved to Wednesday, June 18th.

· AB 1836 (Feuer): Infrastructure Financing Districts


AB 1836 (Feuer) removes the voter requirement currently needed for cities and counties to create Infrastructure Financing Districts (IFDs). Through the issuing of 30-year bonds, IFDs can play a critical role in funding much needed transit projects.
Status: This bill will be heard by the Senate Local Government Committee on Wednesday, June 18th.

· AB 2466 (Laird): Local Government Energy Producers

AB 2466 (Laird) would allow a local government entity, such as a s transit agency, that produces surplus renewable energy at one of its facilities to receive a credit for the excess electricity supplied to the grid on its bill for another one of its facilities. 
Status: This bill will be heard in the Senate Energy, Utilities, and Communications Committee on Thursday, June 19.
