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Legislative Bulletin
More Transit-related Bills Signed

The following transit-related bills were recently signed by the Governor:

AB 2466 (Laird)
This allows a local government entity, such as a transit agency, that produces surplus renewable energy at one of its facilities, to receive a credit for the excess electricity supplied to the grid on its bill for another one of its facilities. Position: Support
SB 1561 (Steinberg)
This provides authority to two transit systems (Sacramento Regional Transit District and Fresno Area Express) and their transit security officers to prohibit certain acts and nuisance behaviors on their transit systems, by allowing them to prohibit riders engaging in specified actions from riding their system for up to 180 days. This precedent-setting, demonstration program bill moves closer to ensuring safer conditions for transit riders.

Transit Bills Vetoed
The following transit-related bills were recently vetoed by the Governor:

AB 1221 (Ma)
This bill would have allowed local officials to divert property tax increment revenues to pay for public facilities and amenities within transit village development districts. This bill will help encourage private investment and provide incentives for overall public transit use. Click here to view the veto message.
Position: Support
AB 842 (Jones) 
This bill would have required the Department of Housing and Community Development (HCD) to give priority to projects located in jurisdictions or regions that have adopted plans that will reduce the amount of vehicle miles traveled by at least 10% when awarding grants under the Infill Incentives Grant Program and the Transit-Oriented Development Implementation Program (TOD Implementation Program).
